CENTURION PARTNERS ANNOUNCES RIBBON CUTTING FOR GRAYSTONE CROSSING IN TEGA CAY, SC
Tega Cay, South Carolina – November 29, 2007: Centurion Partners, LLC, a leading commercial developer of shopping centers and unique retail announces a ribbon cutting ceremony on Monday, December 3, 2007,  at Graystone Crossing, 2435 W. Highway 160, in Tega Cay, SC.
The ceremony, to be jointly hosted by the York County Regional Chamber of Commerce and Centurion Partners, will start promptly at 11:00a.m and will include lunch, entertainment and prizes to follow until 2:00 p.m. 

Graystone Crossing is an upscale, retail development on Highway 160, directly in front of the forthcoming Wal-Mart Supercenter, and it is part of the office, retail and residential components of the Stone Crest Village complex. Graystone Crossing consists of Building One, a 22,000 s.f. shopping center, an out parcel to be occupied by Taco Bell and a forthcoming smaller 5,000 s.f. freestanding retail building. 
Building One, where the ceremony will be held, is finished currently and will in the next few weeks be turned over to tenants to begin their interior construction. Stores are expected to finish construction and begin opening in late February. Tenants announced that will occupy Graystone Crossing are SunCom/T-Mobile Wireless, Upscale Nail Spa, Benjamin Moore Paints, Great Clips, Smile Cleaners and the Fresh Fruit Bouquet Company.  Additionally Centurion Partners is in negotiations with potential prospective tenants such as a furniture store, a floor covering store, a women’s clothing boutique and three separate restaurants, and expect to such soon announce others likely to join the current tenants.  
On the first outparcel, Taco Bell plans to start construction in December with an April opening. On the second outparcel, Centurion Partners will start construction on the final freestanding building in February 2008 with completion estimated to be June. According to Director of Leasing Phil Corriher, “This smaller building is designed for restaurants and other small retail tenants, and while we are still recruiting prospective tenants, quite a few retailers have expressed interest in being a tenant in this structure also”.
The architect for the Graystone Crossing Shopping Center was Roger Layman of Roger Layman Associates, and the General Contractor for the project was Granger Construction. 
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
